●​ Route cables along the vehicle’s existing wire channels, where possible to, prevent damage. 
●​ The correct orientation is determined by positioning the blue LDR Sensor towards the ground. 

 

Camera Placement 

●​ Mount the camera on the side or rear of the vehicle using the included side mount for an 
optimal view. 

●​ Ensure the camera lens is angled properly to capture a full side or rear view.

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Wiring Instructions 

1.​ Connect the power cable to the vehicle's power system (12V or 24V DC). 
2.​ Route the video cable to the dashboard monitor. 
3.​ Secure all connections and test the camera before finalizing installation. 
4.​ Use cable clips to secure the wires and prevent loose connections. 
5.​ Route cables along the vehicle’s existing wire channels, where possible to, prevent damage.
