Fixing the Dash Cam



1. Check orientation of the Dash Cam front camera first 
before installation.
2. Ensure windscreen is clean and free of debris. Use an 
Alcohol wipe to enhance adhesion.
3. Place mounting bracket on Dash Cam after checking 
Dash Cam orientation. Remove backing off 3M tape and 
press & hold firmly to windsreen for 60 seconds. 
4. Fix where the vision is not blocked (Place close to 
rear-view mirror is recommended). Do not install the device 
on airbag or within its working range. 
5. Insert Micro SD card into the Dash Cam 
6. Insert Micro USB end of the GPS power cable into the 
Micro USB interface/ charging point of the Dash Cam. 
Remove backing off 3M tape of GPS cable and fix to 
window. Connect USB charging end of the GPS power 
cable into 12V power socket of vehicle. 
7. Adjust the mounting bracket and rotate the camera 
direction to get the best view. Ensure      of the vehicles 
bonnet is visible from the bottom of the screen 
for alignment. 
8. Turn vehicles ignition on and the Dash Cam will power 
ON and start recording automatically, you will hear an 
audible tone and voice prompt says ‘recording’.
9. When recording the LED light indicator will glow red.
10. For the Dash Cam to work it must receive power from 
the charging adapter. Once power is removed or turned off 
the Dash Cam will save the current file and turn off.

Indicator lights

1. Insert the rear camera cable into the video input of the 
Dash Cam and test.
2. Then run the cable to the rear cameras location.
3. Fix the cable along the ceiling or A-pillar where it can be 
safely hidden. (Drivers side)
4. Then mount the rear camera to the inside of the vehicles 
window, with the cable input facing driver side. 

1. When the red LED light indicator is flashing on the Dash 
Cam, the Dash Cam is in recording mode.
2. When the green LED light indicator on the Dash Cam is 
on, the Dash Cam is connected to WiFi of your 
smartphone.
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Settings, recording footage and taking photos can all be 
done via WiFi and downloading the ‘GATOR Dash Cam 
GHDVR92W’ APP. For iPhones search the APP Store or 
for Android devices via Google Play. To pair the Dash 
Cam with your smartphone, go to your WiFi settings and 
display all devices for connection. Select your Dash Cam 
model (GHDVR92W). Enter the password 12345678. 
Once paired to your DASH CAM then launch ‘GATOR 
Dash Cam GHDVR92W’ APP to access functions.

Pairing the Dash Cam to a Smartphone

Resetting the Dash Cam
Insert a paper clip in the reset button hole and press for a 
few seconds to reset the Dash Cam.

Hand gesture photo / video function (Dash Cam Only)
Whilst recording you can wave your hand in front of the 
hand gesture photo sensor, the Dash Cam will make a 
click sound and automatically takes a photo. It will also 
capture and save 10 seconds of the current recorded 
video, 5 seconds before and 5 seconds after hand gesture 
initiation.

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To view your files via the APP, click on the recorded video 
or photo icon, select your file to play the file. Select the 
downloading icon and the selected file will download from 
the DASH CAM to your Smartphone for viewing. Use the 
same proceedure for pictures. Alternatively press the 
select wording, click on individual files and press the 
download arrow icon. You can also remove the SD card 
from the Dash Cam and plug the card directly into your 
computer to access files. 

GPS tracking instructions
The GPS data is automatically saved to the video files.
In order to see the GPS data, you will need to download 
the video from the Dash Cam to your phone. To view the 
GPS data log you must disconnect from the Dash Cam. 
Then go to the Gallery on page 11 to view the GPS log 
through the viewer. You can also download the video to 
your PC and view it through the free downloadable 
software at our website.

ATTENTION: To avoid any possible GPS signal 
interference, make sure the DASH CAM is away from any 
other car audio equipment.

Menu settings explained
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Gesture Induction Photograph:
Turn the hand gesture voice prompt on or off. Choose the 
sensitivity level for the hand gesture function. High, 
Medium, Low or Close (Turn Off).
G-sensor Sensitivity:
High, Medium, Low Sensitivity or Shutdown (Turn off) and 
available. This function activates in the case of a car 
accident by determining the gravitational acceleration (1g 
= 9.8 meters/second^2). When this function activates
the Dash Cam will automatically sync a 10 second video 
clip and save it to the Event folder on the SD card. We 
recommend Low Sensitivity to avoid false triggers.
Note: With this function turned on it may fill up the SD card 
with locked video files. Re-format  the SD card to create 
space. The device does NOT guarantee video recording of 
all accidents as built-in impact sensor may not be activated 
due to combination of user settings and the level of impact 
during the collision. 
Volume:
Use slider to change volume settings on the Dash Cam
Manage the TF card:
Information is displayed for the Micro SD card. Formatting 
of the SD card is done here.
Reset:
Reset all settings of the App back to default.

Menu settings explained cont....
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Remove SD Card from the Dash Cam and use a reader 
connected to a computer to access files and folders.
EVENT folder is for locked G-sensor files
GPS folder saves GPS dat files 
NORMAL folder is for video files
PHOTO folder is for photo files

It is advisable to format the SD card regularly if you have 
the setting G-sensor function on or create Locked files. 
This will fill up the card causing it to stop recording any 
footage.

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Troubleshooting guide
Cannot take pictures or record video?
Please check whether there is enough space
on the micro SD card or internal storage.

Stopping automatically while recording?
Check to see whether there is enough space on the Micro 
SD card. Ensure correct Micro SD card is being used, 
8-64Gb Class 10 or above Micro SDHC/XC is 
recommended. Other types of Micro SD cards may not be 
suitable for use in Dash Cams. If the correct Micro SD Card 
is being used, format the Micro SD Card in a computer.
Micro SD cards have a limited lifespan and become corrupt 
after a period of time. This is due to the continuous loop 
recording function. If this has occured, you will need to 
replace you Micro SD Card.

Fuzzy/dirty image?
Please check if the lens is filled with dirt or fingerprints and 
clean carefully. Please clean the lens with cloth before 
shooting. Make sure to peel off the transparent protective 
sticker on the front of the Dash Cam's lens.

The DASH CAM is jammed or not responding?
Please reset the device by pushing in the reset button on 
the side of the Dash Cam.

Micro SD card not recognised by DASH CAM?
Format card in the Dash Cam’s menu setting’s before use.
